CIVITAVECCHIA TRANSNATIONAL MEETING 

The accommodation was very good and our hosts were very nice, I felt very 

pleased during the whole stay. With regard to the work, despite my English 

difficulties, I think that the time devoted to the organization of the mobility with 

the students was not enough and maybe quite a lot of details were left unsolved 

so they had to be solved later on. In my opinion, there wasn’t time enough to

I felt that the time was not enough for working, we needed more time in order to 

prepare the next activity with students. In addition, things weren´t as good as it 

was expected, because the environment during the meetings was not as good as 

it should be. We achieved conclusions that were changed afterwards, for example, 

or there were misunderstandings because during the meetings there weren´t clear 

settings or ideas at the end. For example, we didn´t decide to bring posters to 

Finland during the meetings, but we found out that we had to when we were in 

the airport through  whatsapp as a tool of communication... we should have had 

more time to work calmly and find together solutions which were clear, then sum
